Areas of Transition:  Teacher Tips

· Socio-Emotional Transition

· Physical Transition

· Academic (Instructional    Transitional)


1. Reading assignment:

· Read to class

· Books on tape

· Class assigned

· Videos

2. Divide into three groups.

3. Assign or select:

· One student to read orally

· One student to write or draw

· One student to report

4.      Assign pages to read.  Divide total pages into three parts.

5.      When students finish, return to total    group.

6.      Teacher directs discussion, each group  reports.

7.     Discuss note/picture chart

8.     Return to groups to complete

9.     For lower grades, complete only one section at a time.

10.   Return to group for discussion of sections.

11.   When note/picture chart is complete,  teacher collects.

12.   Teacher collapses the three charts into one.

13.   Make copies for each student.

14.   Handout charts to class for discussion.

15.   The chart becomes a study guide.

16.   The chart could be only an enlarged visual where student record information.
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
